EXTERNAL VERIFIERS CODE OF PRACTICE

This Code of Practice provides a framework of professional conduct required by all External Verifiers who are approved to Externally Verify WAMITAB Awards.

The Code of Practice is based on Unit V2 (previously D35) standard which is the qualifying unit and required to be achieved of Registered External Verifiers unless Unit D35 has previously been gained. 

The Code of Practice has been designed to emphasise the standards of professionalism expected of EV’s.  By openly stating the standards in this way the quality of the service provided by EV personnel can be emphasised more readily.

CODE OF PRACTICE

The External Verifier will ensure that:

· Centres are reviewed for internal assessment and auditing arrangements

· Internal assessment decisions made by the Centre are accurate

· The requirements for assessment of WAMITAB as the external awarding body are applied

· Checks are made on the quality of internal audits and assessments

· They monitor how health, safety and environmental protection procedures are applied within assessment arrangements

· They monitor how equal opportunity and access requirements are applied throughout all assessment procedures

· They advise and support the people responsible for internal assessment

The EV will be required to assist the Centre staff in helping to identify any specific assessment requirements to overcome any learning or assessment difficulties that candidates may have.
