Please read this Guide carefully before completing your application form

1.
General Comments
1.1
This application form is appropriate only for those persons who wish to apply for a Certificate of Technical Competence (COTC) for the purposes of a new waste management licence application under Regulation 4 of the Waste Management Regulations 1996.

1.2
Such persons may be eligible for transitional exemption from the need to hold a COTC for two years, provided the following conditions have been met:

a A waste management licence application has been made to authorise proposed activities,

b The person intended to manage those activities applied to WAMITAB for a COTC of a type relevant to those activities, and

c That person should be able to demonstrate that although he does not hold a COTC, he is technically competent to manage the activities to be licensed.

1.3
The two-year period of transitional exemption will start from the date that the waste management licence application is decided.  It is available in respect of that waste management licence only and is not transferable to another person or to another waste management licence or related site.

1.4
The operational classification of facility types for which a COTC application can be made are listed in the Appendix to this guide.  No type of landfill site is included within this listing.

1.5
The relevant agency which will decide the waste management licence application (section 1.2a above) and the suitability of the person nominated as the technically competent person for that licence (section 1.2c above) will be the Environment Agency (EA) for England and Wales and the Scottish Environment Protection Agency (SEPA).
1.6
WAMITAB will issue a Letter of Acknowledgement that an application for a COTC was made by a given person on a given date in respect of a given site under Regulation 4 of the Waste Management Regulations 1996.  The transitional exemption from the need to hold a COTC to which the applicant may be eligible may be valid for two years from the date on which the related licence application was determined, but will be at the discretion of the Agencies named in section 1.5 above.

1.7
When the completed form is received at WAMITAB HQ, an Application number unique to yourself will be allocated.  You will be notified of this and should use it on all future correspondence.

1.8 Please note that under the terms of these Regulations, each application made is made by one person by name and any benefit to transitional exemption is for that person.  Accordingly, WAMITAB considers that any correspondence concerning an application must be made and signed by the person who made the original application, notwithstanding that the fee was paid by that person's employer.

1.9 Generally, the competence required to achieve a COTC at level 4 will encompass that required to achieve the same type of Certificate at level 3 (see the appendix).  There is no value therefore in applying for the same type of COTC at both levels 3 and 4.  Apply only for the most complex type of facility for which you are eligible.  These comments apply to treatment and transfer station awards.

In addition, when you have gained either the Transfer Hazardous or Non-Hazardous waste COTC, you will be considered competent also to act as the technically competent person for the purposes of a civic amenity site waste management licence.  In this case, you do not need to hold a civic amenity site COTC.
